Tom Cruise

Hollywood loves Tom Cruise. His movies aren’t all very good, but they always make money. Tom the
actor is a success. But his life is difficult, too. At work, he sometimes has problems with directors. In love, he
isn’t always happy.

He is often angry at newspaper stories about him. Why is this? Some of the answers are in Tom’s
early years. His story is interesting. It is the story of a star.

On July 3, 1962, in Syracuse, New York, the Mapothers have their first son. His name is Tom Cruise
Mapother and they call him Tom. Tom’s early years are difficult. The family moves often, and Tom has
problems at school. He is unhappy about his father, too. In 1973, his mother and father divorce. But Tom is a
good actor. “New York is the place for young actors”, he thinks.

Tom moves to New York in July 1980, but there aren’t many jobs for new actors. An agent finds
small roles for him. Then, in 1981, Tom gets his first big movie role. He is an angry young soldier in «Taps».
The movie is a big success, and after that Tom always has work. In 1986, he is a pilot in the action movie
«Top Gun». It is the «movie of the year» and it makes Tom a big star.

Tom’s girlfriend at this time is the actress Mimi Rogers. She talks to him about Scientology. To Tom,
this is very interesting. In May, 1987, Tom and Mimi marry. After «The Color of Money», Tom stars in «Rain
Man» with Dustin Hoffman. “Tom’s fans want action movies,” the newspapers say. But «Rain Man» is the
movie of the year.

For «Born on the Fourth of July», Tom gets a Golden Globe award. He is famous, but there are
problems at work. “Write that scene again,” he says. Mimi has problems, too. “To many people, I'm only Mrs.
Tom Cruise,” she says. They divorce and Tom finds new love with the Australian actress Nicole Kidman. In
1990 they marry.

Tom and Nicole star in the movies «Days of Thunder» and «Far and Away». «Far and Away» is not
a big success. But a year later, Tom is in «A Few Good Men» with Jack Nicholson. That movie makes $
102,000,000. After «Interview With a Vampire» and «The Firm», Tom stars in «Mission Impossible». He is an
American military agent. Tom has two jobs — he is the producer of the movie, too. In «Jerry Maguire», Tom
plays the star role very well. “Can he get an Oscar?” the newspapers ask. The answer is no, but Tom gets
another Golden Globe award.

Tom is often angry with the newspapers. Sometimes they visit his family and friends and ask
guestions about his early years. Often, the stories about him are wrong.

Tom and Nicole now have two adopted children — a girl, Isabella, and a boy, Connor. The family are
very happy. The famous director Stanley Kubrick wants Tom and Nicole for a new movie. The two actors like
his work and they make «Eyes Wide Shut» in England. In 1999, Tom gets another Golden Globe award for
«Magnolia». A year later, he makes «Mission Impossible 2».

In the year 2000, life looks good for Tom and Nicole. They have two beautiful children. They work
with famous directors. They have expensive cars, homes, and airplanes. But Tom and Nicole are sometimes
unhappy. Scientology is very important to Tom, but maybe not to Nicole. Nicole loves Australia, but Tom is at
home in the United States. In 2001, they divorce.

The divorce from Nicole is a difficult time for Tom. But he stars in the movie «Vanilla Sky» and
makes a new friend. She is the Spanish actress Penelope Cruz. “Penelope and | are only good friends,” Tom
says to the newspapers.

In 2002, Tom stars in «The Last Samurai». In this movie, Tom plays a soldier in old Japan. In Japan,
the movie is a big success. In the U.S., some newspapers don't like it.

Tom stars in the Steven Spielberg movie «Minority Report». Tom is happy. He likes Spielberg, and
he is happy with Penelope, too. For three years, pictures of Tom and Penelope are in the newspapers. “Is
she the new Mrs. Cruise?” they ask. The answer is no. In 2004, the love story finishes, but the two actors
stay good friends. 2004 finishes with Tom’s role in «Collateral».
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Tom’s life away from movies makes some people unhappy. In April 2005, Tom talks about drugs and
Scientology to the German newspaper «Der Spiegel». Doctors often give drugs to unhappy people. To Tom,
this is wrong. Some people are angry. “Tom Cruise is an actor, not a doctor,” they say. Penelope is a good
friend at this time. “Tom does good things with Scientology,” she says.

Tom finds new love in 2005. He meets the American actress Katie Holmes. On TV’s famous Oprah
Winfrey Show, he stands on a chair. “I love Katie,” he says. To people at home, this is a new Tom Cruise.
Katie loves Tom, too, and she has a Scientology teacher. In 2006 she and Tom have a child, Suri. Later in
the year, they marry.

Tom’s movie successes don't stop. «War of the Worlds», «Mission Impossible 3» and «Lions for
Lambs» all make big money. Today, Tom Cruise isn’t only an action star with a friendly smile. He has many
roles and he does all of them well. This makes him interesting. Only one man can make good movies and
bad movies into a success. His name is Tom Cruise.

Lebensformen in Deutschland

Was versteht man in Deutschland unter einer Familie? Fir die meisten jungen
Menschen verkorpert nach wie vor das verheiratete Ehepaar mit Kindern die klassische Familie.
Klassische Familie Mutter-Vater-Kind ist immer noch am hé&ufigsten. Die Familie wohnt in
eigenem Haus. Darin stehen jedem Familienmitglied durchschnittlich 35 Quadratmeter zur
Verfugung. Oma und Opa leben allerdings nicht mit im Haushalt. Mitte der 1990er Jahre waren
mehr als 80 Prozent der Eltern verheiratet. Heute wachsen deutlich mehr Kinder in anderen
Strukturen auf.

Wer gehort Uberhaupt zur Familie heute? Unter der Familie versteht man heute auch
Patchwork- und Regenbogenfamilien, Wochenendfamilie oder Alleinerziehende.

Am haufigsten ist in Deutschland die Kernfamilie (klassische Familie). Von der Kernfamilie
wird zum Beispiel gesprochen, wenn es nur um zwei Generationen geht: Eltern und ihre
minderjahrigen Kinder. Sie leben zusammen. Im klassischen Fall sind die Eltern verheiratet. Beide
Eltern arbeiten. Die Mutter arbeitet aber oft nur in Teilzeit.

In Deutschland leben kaum noch GroRfamilien mit drei und mehr Generationen unter einem
Dach zusammen. GrolReltern oder andere VVerwandte wohnen in der Regel nicht mit im Haushalt, oft
sogar an anderen Orten. In nur 0,5 Prozent der Haushalte leben Grof3eltern mit ihren Kindern und
Enkeln zusammen. Auch kinderreiche Paare sind selten. Nur jedes vierte Kind hat zwei oder mehr
Geschwister.

Viele Menschen lassen sich Zeit, wollen zunédchst Erfolg im Beruf und finanzielle Sicherheit
erreichen. Erst mit durchschnittlich 31 Jahren bekommen Frauen in Deutschland ihr erstes Kind.
26 Prozent der 13 Millionen Kinder wachsen ohne Geschwister auf. Solche Familien heil3en
Kleinfamilien. In Ostdeutschland lebten sogar 34 Prozent der Jungen und Madchen in einer solchen
Kleinfamilie. Im Westen liegt der Anteil der Einzelkinder bei 25 Prozent.

In den meisten Familien sind die Eltern verheiratet. Aber die mdglichen Formen von
Familien haben sich ziemlich erweitert. Aber es gibt auch viele Alleinerziehende. In 1,6 Millionen
Familien wachsen minderjahrige Kinder bei nur einem Elternteil auf. Dabei spielten die Vater klar
die Nebenrolle: In fast neun von zehn Fallen leben die Kinder bei der Mutter. In Westdeutschland
liegt der Anteil der Alleinerziehenden deutlich niedriger als in den Ost-Bundeslandern.

Uberwiegend nach Ehescheidungen entstehen Stief- oder Patchworkfamilien. Sie kénnen
recht grofR sein und sich im Verlauf des Lebens mehrmals verdndern. Dabei bringen ein oder beide
Eltern ein oder mehrere Kinder aus einer vorherigen Beziehung mit in die neue Familie. Die Kinder
konnen fest in der neuen Familie leben oder zwischen den Familien wechseln.

Bei einer Wochenendfamilie wiederum ist ein Elternteil beruflich in einer anderen Stadt tétig
und lebt nur am Wochenende beim anderen Elternteil und den Kindern.

Virus

A virus (from the Latin virus meaning toxin or poison) is a small infectious agent that can replicate
only inside the cells of other organisms. Viruses are too small to be seen directly with a light microscope.
Viruses infect all types of organisms, from animals and plants to bacteria. Since the initial discovery of
tobacco mosaic virus in 1898, about 5,000 viruses have been described in detail, although there are
millions of different types. Viruses, the smallest biological organisms, are widespread in almost every
ecosystem on Earth. The study of viruses is known as virology, a sub-specialty of microbiology.

Viruses consist of two or three parts: all viruses have genes made from either DNA or RNA, long
molecules that carry genetic information; all have a protein coat that protects these genes; and some have
an envelope of fat that surrounds them when they are outside a cell. Viruses vary in shape; most viruses are
about one hundred times smaller than an average bacterium.

Viruses spread in many ways; plant viruses are often transmitted from plant to plant by insects that
feed on sap, while animal viruses can be carried by blood-sucking insects. These disease-bearing organisms
are known as vectors. Influenza viruses are spread by coughing and sneezing. The pathogenes of viral
intestinal infections are transmitted by the faecal-oral route and are passed from person to person by
contact, entering the body in food or water.

Viral infections in animals provoke an immune response that usually eliminates the infecting virus.
However, some viruses evade these immune responses and cause chronic infections. Therefore, the most
effective medical approaches to viral diseases are vaccinations to provide immunity to infection Antibiotics
have no effect on viruses, but several antiviral drugs have been developed.
