Tom moves to New York in July 1980, but there aren’t many jobs for new actors. An agent finds
small roles for him. Then, in 1981, Tom gets his first big movie role. He is an angry young soldier in «Taps».
The movie is a big success, and after that Tom always has work. In 1986, he is a pilot in the action movie
«Top Gun». It is the «movie of the year» and it makes Tom a big star.

Tom’s girlfriend at this time is the actress Mimi Rogers. She talks to him about Scientology. To Tom,
this is very interesting. In May, 1987, Tom and Mimi marry. After «The Color of Money», Tom stars in «Rain
Man» with Dustin Hoffman. “Tom’s fans want action movies,” the newspapers say. But «Rain Man» is the
movie of the year.

For «Born on the Fourth of July», Tom gets a Golden Globe award. He is famous, but there are
problems at work. “Write that scene again,” he says. Mimi has problems, too. “To many people, I'm only Mrs.
Tom Cruise,” she says. They divorce and Tom finds new love with the Australian actress Nicole Kidman. In
1990 they marry.

Tom and Nicole star in the movies «Days of Thunder» and «Far and Away». «Far and Away» is not
a big success. But a year later, Tom is in «A Few Good Men» with Jack Nicholson. That movie makes $
102,000,000. After «Interview With a Vampire» and «The Firm», Tom stars in «Mission Impossible». He is an
American military agent. Tom has two jobs — he is the producer of the movie, too. In «Jerry Maguire», Tom
plays the star role very well. “Can he get an Oscar?” the newspapers ask. The answer is no, but Tom gets
another Golden Globe award.

Tom is often angry with the newspapers. Sometimes they visit his family and friends and ask
guestions about his early years. Often, the stories about him are wrong.

Tom and Nicole now have two adopted children — a girl, Isabella, and a boy, Connor. The family are
very happy. The famous director Stanley Kubrick wants Tom and Nicole for a new movie. The two actors like
his work and they make «Eyes Wide Shut» in England. In 1999, Tom gets another Golden Globe award for
«Magnolia». A year later, he makes «Mission Impossible 2».

In the year 2000, life looks good for Tom and Nicole. They have two beautiful children. They work
with famous directors. They have expensive cars, homes, and airplanes. But Tom and Nicole are sometimes
unhappy. Scientology is very important to Tom, but maybe not to Nicole. Nicole loves Australia, but Tom is at
home in the United States. In 2001, they divorce.



The divorce from Nicole is a difficult time for Tom. But he stars in the movie «Vanilla Sky» and
makes a new friend. She is the Spanish actress Penelope Cruz. “Penelope and | are only good friends,” Tom
says to the newspapers.

In 2002, Tom stars in «The Last Samurai». In this movie, Tom plays a soldier in old Japan. In Japan,
the movie is a big success. In the U.S., some newspapers don't like it.

Tom stars in the Steven Spielberg movie «Minority Report». Tom is happy. He likes Spielberg, and
he is happy with Penelope, too. For three years, pictures of Tom and Penelope are in the newspapers. “Is
she the new Mrs. Cruise?” they ask. The answer is no. In 2004, the love story finishes, but the two actors
stay good friends. 2004 finishes with Tom’s role in «Collateral».

Tom’s life away from movies makes some people unhappy. In April 2005, Tom talks about drugs and
Scientology to the German newspaper «Der Spiegel». Doctors often give drugs to unhappy people. To Tom,
this is wrong. Some people are angry. “Tom Cruise is an actor, not a doctor,” they say. Penelope is a good
friend at this time. “Tom does good things with Scientology,” she says.

Tom finds new love in 2005. He meets the American actress Katie Holmes. On TV’s famous Oprah
Winfrey Show, he stands on a chair. “I love Katie,” he says. To people at home, this is a new Tom Cruise.
Katie loves Tom, too, and she has a Scientology teacher. In 2006 she and Tom have a child, Suri. Later in
the year, they marry.

Tom’s movie successes don’t stop. «War of the Worlds», «Mission Impossible 3» and «Lions for
Lambs» all make big money. Today, Tom Cruise isn’t only an action star with a friendly smile. He has many
roles and he does all of them well. This makes him interesting. Only one man can make good movies and
bad movies into a success. His nhame is Tom Cruise.

Berlin ist die Hauptstadt des wiedervereinigten Deutschlands. Hier leben rund 3,5 Millionen Einwohner.
Berlin erfreut die Besucher durch zahlreiche historische Bauten und moderne Bauensembles. Das alte
Wahrzeichnen Berlins ist das Brandenburger Tor, wo bis 1989 die Grenze zwischen Ost und West verlief.

Auf der Museumsinsel, die zwischen zwei Spreearmen liegt, befinden sich einige weltbekannte Museen,
darunter das Pergamonmuseum und die Nationalgalerie. Im Pergamon-museum kann man wertvollen
Schatz der antiken Kunst. Pergamon war eine altgriechische Stadt in Kleinasien, die vor unserer
Zeitrechnung existierte.

Tiergarten. Friher war das ein konigliches Jagdrevier und nun ist es der grofite und schonste Stadtpark.

Hier wurden nicht nur alte Baudenkmaler wiederaufgebaut, sondern auch
viele neue geschaffen. Im Berliner Stadtbau wird viel experimentiert. Es sind erstaunliche Bauten

Mannigfaltig ist die Kultur Berlins, die Weltniveau hat. Durch die Wiedervereinigung ist sie zu einem
Ganzen geworden und hier findet jeder etwas nach seinen Interessen und seinem Geschmack. Besonders
fur junge Menschen ist Berlin ein starker Anziehungspunkt. Sie schatzen die ungezwungene Atmosphare,
die vielen Kneipen, Diskotheken und die kleinen Musikclubs, die hier fast rund um die Uhr geéffnet haben.
